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What is Bicycles for Humanity?

Each year, millions of people in North America and
Europe buy new bicycles for themselves or for others
as gifts. Many of these purchases replace bikes that
function perfectly well. The result? Millions of usable
bikes are left idle in garages or sent off to landfills.

Bicycles for Humanity (B4H) was founded on the basis
that these unused bicycles could be transformed into a
highly valuable resource in developing countries. B4H
believes in the power of communities in North America
and Europe to participate in the process of collecting
these bicycles, to be sent to grassroots organizations
in Africa for good use.

To date, B4H has helped communities in Canada, the
US and UK to ship bicycles to Africa.

This year more than 3,000 bicycles were collected from

Canadian homes by community groups working with

Bicycles for Humanity. The bicycles were sent to vil-

lages in Namibia, where they have had an amazing

impact. In response, many more collections are planned

for 2008, destined to expand our work in Namibia and

start new projects in Uganda, all in support of health

care, disability and orphan support networks.
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
