Namibia, in Southwestfrica, is one oAfrica’s newest

and most stable democracies. It has abundant mineral
resources and is a popular tourist destinatitet the

life expectancy of its people is dropping rapjdind
there is a huge and growing number of orph@hs.
cause is the spread of HIV/AIDS, and currently one in
five people is HIVpositive or hasaIDS.

CatholicAids Action (CAA) was founded in 1998 as
Namibia’s first church-based response to the coutry’
HIV/AIDS crisis, which had already reached pandemic
proportions. It has since grown to be thgdéest NGO
responding tAAIDS in Namibia, currently operating
14 offices in 9 of the 13 regions.

Working closely with local parishes and faith
communities, the work and mission of CathdliDS
Action has four principal focuses: home-based family

care and counselling, youth education and prevention,
care and support to orphans and vulnerable children,
and voluntary counselling and testing. Services are
available to all, irrespective of religion, race or back-
ground with a preferential option for the very poorest
affected by this pandemic.

CatholicAIDS Action volunteers regularly cite a lack
of transport as a major barrier to their wot.the
same time, they themselves face overwhelming pov-

erty, and many are themselves Hpdsitive.
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Solving the mobility issue for CAA volunteers

The Bicycle Empowerment Centre (BEC) is a shipping
container stocked with over 300 bicycles, tools and
spare parts, which is converted into a workshop and
delivered to am\frican community

A BEC is designed to be run by volunteers from
community based ganizations like Catholi&IDS
Action. The bicycles distributed from the BEC go to
increase mobility of both patients and volunteers,
enabling greater #€iency in seeking medical help,
and allowing for treatment at an earlier stage of disease.
In addition, the establishment of a BEC workshop
creates new jobs and entrepreneurial opportunities.

Canadian aganisation Bicycles For Humanity (B4H)
has delivered seven BEC projects in Namibia, and
would like to deliver another 10 in 2008 in partnership
with CatholicAIDS Action. Bicycles are collected by
B4H grassroots chapters in Canada and the US and

shipped to Namibia, where volunteers are trained by
local partner gganisations in bicycle mechanics and
project management.

Each project will be run under supervision from
regional and head fai€es. Howeverthe emphasis is
on empowering volunteers to run each project on their
own and to determine the priorities for each project.

Each BEC represents mobility for volunteers and other
community members, better and more frequent
services for clients living with HIV/AIDS, and a source
of income and pride for disadvantaged people.

One Canadian church collected, loaded and shipped a
container in 2007, and had so much fun they decided
to do two more! Supporting a BEC shipment is a way
for your church to engage its congregation, reach out
to its local community for cooperation, and to engage
with a Catholic Community in Namibia. Most people
who ship a BEC plan their next holiday in Namibia to
see where the bikes end up.
